Attempts to change this llocation
of household labor are at the

unpaid labor of sustaining families
and houscholds, for example,
represents a substantial part of
daily work that s usually
overlooked in official accounts.
Feminists have long pressed for an
overhaulin the ways “work” is
‘measured. One alternative way to
assess the different a of
men and women i t0 study time
use. A “time-budgets” approach
to measuring men’s and women'’s
contributions to houschold and
national productivity reveals
work that s done in the informal
and unpaid sector, work that is
rendered invisible in offcial work
statistcs.

“Time-budget studies show that
women spend much more of thei
time than men in informal,
unpaid, and houschold production
work. Most of men's total
worktime s paid, most of
women's s not. Overall, women
work more hours each day than
men, rest less, and perform a
greater variety of tasks. The
pattern starts carly in lfe:
countries, girl children do more
work, especially in the home,
than boys.

‘Women and girls everywhere
have greater responsibility for
houschold work: itis women who
tend the goats, tllthe family
garden, collect water, shop for
food, prepare meals, wash
clothes, look after aging parents,
and keep the home clean.
